Be-Sage   

- AmeriCorps Public Health Program implemented through ASU. 
- 2021-22 First Year of funding: 
- Support: 1) COVID-19 Mitigation, 2) Gardening Curriculum and Education: 

- Provide COVID testing and free saliva COVID testing to low-income, 
UP preschool children, their families, and ECE teachers and staff and 
COVID-19 mitigation support to 40 ECE sites.  Target 600 individuals. 

- Expose low-income, UP preschool children to SAGE, an adapted 
evidence-based gardening curriculum, to improve FV consumption 
at 40 ECE sites (minimum of 10 children/site). Target 400 kids.

- MSY Approved 9.95. MSY Filled 6.77. A total of 32 Members.
