In response to the Opioid Epidemic, the Arizona Rx Misuse and Abuse Toolkit provided 
awareness and action steps to the state. This was an effective way to initiate a community 
response by way of accessibility to strategical guidelines and resources through reactive 
strategies.

Strategy 2 – Coalition Efforts / CSPMP / Prescribing Guidelines / Tools for Pharmacists

Strategy 3 – Naloxone Distribution / PMP for Law Enforcement / Take Back & Drop Off /   
Training Opportunities

Strategy 4 – Community / Schools / Parents / Business / Training 360

Strategy 5 – Signs and Symptoms / SBIRT Screening / Locate Treatment
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PROPOSAL TO UPDATE TOOLKIT
We proposed that the Arizona Rx Misuse and Abuse Toolkit be renamed, realigned, and 
updated to reflect current drug trends affecting Arizona communities and focus areas specific 
to mental health and trauma-informed care. The realignment will broaden the toolkit to 
provide information and resources beyond the focus of prescription misuse and abuse. The 
redesign of the toolkit will also allow for the continuous ability to expand based on the needs 
of communities across the state. 

The updated strategies will be as follows:

Strategy 1 – Increase Public Awareness

Strategy 2 – Enhance Community Prevention Efforts

Strategy 3 – Strengthen Supportive Efforts for Parents/ Caregivers

Strategy 4 – Enhance Referral to SUD Treatment and Recovery
